· A description of the candidate’s contribution to the Prize’s objectives.

Interested candidates should submit their applications on the prescribed form, in duplicate, with a detailed description of the work along with any supporting documents or audio visual materials, by Thursday 15 September 2011, at latest, to the Mauritius National Commission for UNESCO.
