The employment will be purely on a temporary basis as and when required and may be terminated at any time.  Selected candidates will not have a claim for permanent appointment.

Selected candidates will be paid monthly fees at the rate of Rs 11,200 plus salary compensation at the approved rate, on a pro-rata basis, on days on which they actually work.

Bus fares will be refunded on the basis of the number of days of attendance at approved rates.

QUALIFICATIONS
I.
Candidates, except for retired officers, should possess at least:-

A.
A Cambridge School Certificate with credit in the appropriate Oriental Language or Passes at the General Certificate of Education “Ordinary level” obtained either (i) in five subjects including English Language with at least Grade C in any two subjects including the appropriate Oriental Language or (ii) in six subjects including English Language with at least Grade C in the appropriate Oriental Language.
OR

B.
(a)
A Cambridge School Certificate or Passes at the General Certificate of Education “Ordinary level” obtained either (i) in five subjects including English Language with at least Grade C in any two subjects or (ii) in six subjects including English Language with at least Grade C in any one subject; and

(b)
An alternative qualification in the appropriate Oriental Language equivalent to a credit at the Cambridge School Certificate of Education or a pass not below Grade C at the General Certificate of Education “Ordinary Level” Examinations.

OR

Equivalent qualifications acceptable to A and B above.

NOTE

For the teaching of Modern Chinese, consideration may also be given to candidates who have sat for the Cambridge School Certificate and have obtained a credit in Mandarin/Modern Chinese.

Retired Officers should have teaching experience in Tamil/Telugu/Marathi/Arabic/Mandarin and have belonged to the undermentioned grades: 

(i) Teacher/Senior Teacher (Oriental Languages);
(ii) Deputy Head Teacher (Oriental Languages);
(iii) Assistant Supervisor (Oriental Languages);
(iv) Supervisor of Oriental Languages;
(v) Senior Supervisor of Oriental Languages
