Eligibility Criteria
3.1 (i)
Candidates should have obtained admission for diploma/degree courses 
for intake of January 2011 or August 2011 in any recognised Tertiary Education Institution.

(ii)
Candidates who have enrolled for a part-time diploma/degree course may also apply.  However, priority will be given to full-time students. 

3.2
Candidates should show proof that their parent(s) were workers or planters in one of the above-named Sugar Factories.

General conditions
(i)
Selected candidates will be required:

(a) to sign a contract with the Mauritius Sugar Authority (MSA);

(b) to submit documents as required by the MSA;

(c) to submit their progress reports to the Sugar Company; and

(d) to inform the MSA and the Sugar Company of the completion date of their courses.  In the event a candidate discontinues with his/her course, he/she shall inform the MSA and the Sugar Company giving the reasons thereof.

(ii)
Beneficiaries will receive a yearly allowance of Rs 18,000 for a maximum of four years.  The modalities of payment will be mutually agreed upon between the student and the Sugar Company.
