It also indicates the schools
where Asian Languages/Arabic are taught in Form I.

This specimen Application Form is provided to you to help you work out your choice of
schools.  You will, however, have to call a school on any day between Monday 22 and
Thursday 25 September 2008 to fill in the Original Application Form

B. How to fill in the Application Form

STEP 1: Fill in Part A

This part contains a list of al the secondary schools found in the zone of your
place of residence. Admission to these schools is on a Zonal basisi.e. these
schools will admit only students residing in this zone.

This part iscompulsory and has to be completed by all Responsible Parties.

In the boxes on the right, number the schools in order of your preference
writing 01 for your first choice, 02 for your second choice and so on. Continue
until you have numbered all the schoolsin the list.

STEP 2: Goto PART B

Part B includes alist of schoolsto which admission will be on National basis. These
schools will admit students from any locality, irrespective of the residential address of
the students.

This part is optional and you may choose to either fill it or not. If you choose not to
fill in this part, proceed directly to Step 3.

If you wish to seek admission for your ward to one of the schools listed, then proceed
as for part A and number them in order of your preference. You do not necessarily
have to number all the schools and it is up to you to decide on how many schools
toincludein your choice.

In case a seat is offered to your ward in one of the
schools indicated by you in Part B, he/she will not be
considered for admission to the schoolsin Part A.

C. Important Dates

Responsible Parties collect Information Pack at the pupils Primary School

Responsible Parties collect, fill in and submit the Original Application Form at the
pupils Primary School

CPE examinations

Responsible Parties collect Result Slip and Admission Letter or Letter of Guidance
from the pupils Primary School

Responsible Parties who have received a letter of guidance for admission to
Prevocational classes collect Letter of Admission at the pupils’ Primary School

Registration in Secondary School

Responsible Parties who have obtained an Admission Letter for their wards to the
mainstream or prevocational stream of a Secondary School should call at the school
for registration formalities and bring along the following:

National Ildentity Card (original + 1 photocopy)

Birth Certificate of the pupil (original + 1 photocopy)
CPE 2008 Result Sip (original + 1 photocopy)
Admisson Letter

2 passport size photographsforfree transport

In case a Responsible Party does not call at the school for registration
purposes on Friday 19 December 2008, the seat offered will be
allocated to the next deserving student.
















D. Frequently Asked Questions

1. What isthe difference between a“ National” and a“ Regional” College?

The difference isonly in the mode of admission, the first one admitting
students from the whole country and the second one admitting only
students living within the Zone. Both types of schools have the same
faciltiesand, asfarasresourcesare concerned, they are treated with
equity. You may wish to refer to the booklet “List of Facilities in
Scondary Shools’ included in this Information Pack for further
information on the different schools.

2. Howistheallocation of seatscarried out?

Allocation of seatsisdone on the bassof grade aggregate in the CPE
examinations, starting with those having the best aggregates.

A child isfirst considered for a seat in a school admitting studentson a
National basis, taking into account the orderin which the parentshave
listed these schoolsin Part B of their Application Form and the number
of seats available. If a seat isallocated to him/her in one of these
“National” schools, the processng stops there and the choice of
“Regional” schoolsmade in Part A isnot considered.

However, in case the child has not obtained a seat in one of the
“National’ schools, then his’her Application Form is examined for
allocation of a seat in a “Regional” school, again consdering the
order in which parents have listed these schools in Part A of the
Application Form.

It goes without saying that, if a Responsble Party has not opted for a
“National” school in Part B of the Application Form, then the child is
immediately considered for a seat in a “Regional’ school in the same
way asdescribed above.

3. How many schools should | choose for my child?

You should list all the schoolsin Part A in the order of your preference.
This will ensure that your child gets a seat in a school. “No School
casesarise when the parentslist too few schools.

As for Part B, it is up to you to decide how many schools you will
include in yourlist: 0, 1, 2 or more. Choose only the schoolswhere you
would like your child to go and leave out those where you would not
like your child to go.

Forexample, if you live in the North, then a school in the south orin the
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east may be too distant for your child to travel every day and you
would betterleave out these schools. In doing so, instead of your child
being allocated a seat in a distant “National” school, you willbe giving
him/her an increased chance for a seat in one of the “Regional
schoolsamong your first choices.




4. In Part A there are a few schools where | do not want my child to go, some of
them being quite distant from my home. Why should | include them? Can’t |
leave them out?

By listing only a restricted number of schools, depending on your child’s
grade aggregate, there isthe risk of him/her not obtaining a seat, and
yourapplication ending asa "No Shool” case.

If this ever happens, you may «ill submit a new application in the
course of the transfer exercise. But your chances of getting a school
might be limited as only a few seats would still be available, most of
the pupilsadmitted having already registered in their new school.

S0, in orderto ensure that your child securesa seat in a school, you are
strongly advised to list all the schools, putting your preferred schools
first.

5. What should | doif I am not happy with the school allocated to my child?

A transfer exercise isusually carried out after the registration of students
in their new school. A Press Communiqué specifying the day(s) and
time of the transfer exercise will appear in newspapers. Those
interested have to fill in an Application Form which will be consdered
only if there are vacancies in the schools requested. Seats are
allocated by the MESon the bassofthe CPEgrade aggregate.

However, it should be noted that, as per policy of the Ministry of
Education & Human Resources, transfer to schools admitting students
on a National basis is not carried out, whether from a “Regional” or
from another “National” school.
