THE JEWELLERY ACT 2007

Regulations made by the Minister under Sections 15 and 31 
of the Jewellery Act 2007

1.
These regulations may be cited as the Jewellery (Registration of Dealers) Regulations 2008.

2.
In these regulations-


“Act” means the Jewellery Act 2007;


“registration certificate” means a certificate issued under regulation 5.

3.
An application for registration as a dealer, under section 15 of Act, shall be in the form set out in the First Schedule and shall be accompanied by-


(a)
(i)
where the applicant is an individual, the National Identity Card or Passport, and the Birth Certificate of the applicant; or


(ii)
where the applicant is a company, société or other corporate body, the certificate of incorporation or registration of the company, société or other corporate body, as the case may be; and


(b)
the corresponding fee specified in the Third Schedule.

4.
On receipt of an application under regulation 3, the Controller may request the applicant to furnish any additional information as he may require-


(a)
within the time limit specified in the request; or


(b)
where no time limit has been specified, within 15 days of the receipt of the request.

5.
Where the Controller registers an applicant as a dealer, he shall issue to that applicant a registration certificate, in the form set out in the Second Schedule, on such terms and conditions as he may determine.
6.
(1)
A registration certificate shall be valid for a period not exceeding 3 years.


(2)
A dealer may apply for the renewal of his certificate of registration.


(3)
An application for renewal under paragraph (2) shall -



(a)
be made at least 10 clear days before the expiry of the registration;



(b)
be in the form specified in the First Schedule; and


(c)
be accompanied by payment of the corresponding fee specified in the Third Schedule.


(4)
An application submitted outside the delay specified in paragraph (3)(a) shall attract a surcharge of 25 per cent of the registration fee, and no renewal shall be considered if submitted 10 clear days after the expiry of the registration.


(5)
Where an application is made under paragraph (2), the Controller may renew the registration for a further period not exceeding 3 years.


(6)
An application for renewal shall not be entertained if it is made outside the period specified at paragraph (4), unless the Controller is satisfied that the delay was due to reasons beyond the control of the applicant.

7.
(1)
Where a dealer -



(a)
has passed away;



(b)
is adjudged or declared bankrupt; or


(c)
is unable to carry on his business owing to infirmity of mind or body,
upon a written application, the Controller may authorise the widow, heir or representative of the dealer to carry on the business of that dealer, on such terms and conditions as the Controller may deem necessary.

(2)
An application, made under paragraph (1), shall not be entertained by the Controller if it is made after a period of 3 months from the date of the circumstances giving rise to the inability of the dealer to carry out his business.


(3)
Where a person has been authorised to carry on business under paragraph (1), his name shall be endorsed on the registration certificate and he shall be deemed to be the person registered under these regulations for the unexpired period of the registration certificate.

8.
A duplicate registration certificate may be issued by the Controller upon payment of the corresponding fee specified in the Third Schedule.

9.
(1)
A dealer shall immediately notify, in writing, the Controller-


(a)
of any change of his name or his address of his business premises; or



(b)
where he has opened a new outlet,


and submit to the Controller his registration certificate and the fee specified in the Third Schedule.


(2)
Upon receipt of the documents and fee referred to in paragraph (1), the Controller shall issue an amended registration certificate.

10.
Where the Controller -


(a)
refuses an application for registration as a dealer; or


(b)
refuses to renew, suspend or cancel the registration of a dealer,


he shall inform the applicant or dealer in writing, stating the reasons for his decision.

11.
A dealer shall display his registration certificate in a conspicuous place on his business premises.

12.
A dealer shall display in a conspicuous place on his business premises, a notice in English or French, to inform his customers that they can submit their jewellery to the Assay Office to verify its standard of fineness.

13.
These regulations shall come into operation on 9 May 2008.
