STEPS TO FOLLOW TO SUBMIT ONLINE APPLICATIONS FOR REGISTRATION/RENEWAL OF REGISTRATION AS DEALER
1. Go to http://www.gov.mu or http://www.citizen.mu.

2. Click the Citizen tab.

3. Under eservices, click on Registration/Renewal of registration as dealer in jewellery.

4. If you are already registered to the Government Online Services, login, else register yourself. 

5. Fill in the application form available. Note that you should have at least Adobe Acrobat Reader 6.0 version installed in order to view the form.
6. You can print a copy of the filled application form by clicking the Print button at the end of the form.
7. To submit the application online, click on Submit button.

8. At the time of online application, you may attach scanned copies of all documents. Accepted file extension are *.zip,*.pdf,*.doc,*.jpeg and *.gif. However, originals of all documents should be submitted at the time of payment of prescribed fees at the counter of the Assay Office. Payment should be made at the counter of the Assay Office and may be effected by cash or by way of a cheque drawn in the name of ‘Government of Mauritius’. 
9. At the time of payment the following documents should be produced in originals for registration:


(i) In case of Individual:

- Identity card or passport


- Trade licence or business card


- Birth certificate

(ii) In case of Company or Societe


- Certificate of incorporation of company


- Trade licence or business card


Note:  You should bring along the Seal of company to be affixed on the application 

form at the time of payment
10. An email will be sent to your email inbox informing you whether the application has been successfully submitted.
11. The Assay Office will contact you to inform you when you can pay the application fee.

12. You may login into the eservice to query about the status of the application made. 
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
