2. To be familiar with the tools of the trade and to use them to perform

operations as appropriate, under the guidance of the Tradesman, so as to
develop gradually the skills necessary for the trade;

3.  To ensure, under the Tradesman’s guidance that all tools, equipment and
accessories used in the trade are kept in good working order;

4. To perform other cognate duties.
