Song and Music Competition
To mark the 40th Anniversary of Independence and the 16th Anniversary of the Republic, the Ministry of Arts and Culture is organizing a National Song Competition in Creole for Mauritian artists.

1.
A maximum of two entries may be submitted by individuals or groups.

2.      The songs should be based on the Independence of Mauritius and on the themes- patriotism, unity, love for our motherland, ‘Nous Pays nous Fierté’, etc.

3.    The musical arrangements of the songs should include a maximum number of musical instruments/ percussion (fusion music).

A prize of Rs 40,000 will be awarded to the winner. The Ministry will take charge of studio costs for the recording of the winning entry and the costs for the musicians (artist fee and transport) to be involved in the recording up to a ceiling of Rs 20,000/-.

5.     The Ministry reserves the right to make use of the winning entry for non-commercial purposes when required.

Entries should be submitted in sealed envelopes indicating the pseudonym of the artist. Mention should also be made of the list of musical instruments used/ to be used for the entry as well as another sealed envelope with the name, address and telephone number of the artists.

The decision of the Jury will be final and irrevocable.

8.    The main envelope should be marked with ‘NDC O8 – Song and Music Competition’.
