Subsidisation of Cultural Shows  -  Application Guidelines
50% cost of rental of venues
Objectives
To support artistic and cultural activities while enabling a larger audience to appreciate quality shows at an accessible and reasonable cost.
Beneficiaries
(i)	Local artists who are also show organisers (artist-organisers); and
(ii)	Local show organisers.
for the promotion of local artists and talents.
Frequency
One show per artist-organiser/ local show organiser per year for one rehearsal and show.  Total duration not exceeding twelve hours for rehearsal and show all together.
Eligibility
Eligible applications will be assessed on the following criteria: -
· Credentials of the artists/organizers and their track record/past achievement.
· Standard and quality of the shows and participating artists and the potential impact on the applicant’s artistic path.
· Benefits to members of the public in terms of affordable entry ticket.
· Capacity of the artists/organizers to attract large audience.
· Amount to be spent by artists/organizers in the promotion of the cultural industry in respect of items such as sound, light effects, decors, costumes, artist fees, transport, etc.
· All artists/show organisers should be registered with the Ministry in order to benefit from the scheme.
· Artists/ show organisers must submit proof of bookings made for hiring of Halls/ Salle Blanche/ Marquee.
Note: -	The information required to determine eligibility of applicants according to the above-mentioned criteria will have to be submitted by artist/organisers in the application form for the scheme at least one month prior to the event.
Processing time
The processing time for an application under this scheme is one month.  No application will be considered if it is submitted less than one month before the holding of the Cultural Show.  (For Shows that will be held in the month of January 2011, the delay of one month will not apply.)
Undertaking by Artist organiser/ Show organiser
On approval of the application for grant under this scheme, the Artist/Show Organizer will have to undertake to provide a copy of the show on DVD for broadcast on only the Tourism and Culture channel of the Mauritian Television without any copyright obligations.  This is specially meant to promote our local artists on the Tourism and Culture channel and also with a view to attracting international promoters of local artists and giving the artists the opportunity to participate in international tours.  The DVD should be provided within fifteen days after the show and prior to the subsidization being paid.
The artist-organiser/ show organiser will also have to submit a Project Evaluation Report within fifteen days of the end of the project and prior to the subsidization being paid.

Acknowledgement
All publicity materials/ support for the concert should mention the name of the Ministry of Arts and Culture as a sponsor.  A number of seats should be placed at the disposal of the Ministry free of charge.  The quantum will be mutually agreed upon.

Outcome of application
· Applicants will be notified of the outcome by mail on the Terms and Conditions mentioned.
· Applicants will be called upon to sign a Declaration Form with the Ministry as outlined in the Terms and Conditions fifteen days before the show.

Postponement/ cancellation
The Ministry must be informed in writing of any changes in the holding of the show at least seven days prior to the fixed date and the reasons thereof.
Final decision
The Ministry reserves the right not to disclose reasons for approving or not approving an application under this Scheme.
