UNESCO PRIZE FOR THE PROMOTION OF ARTS
Bamako (Mali) – 15 to 18 September 2004

UNESCO is organizing the 2004 UNESCO Prize for the Promotion of the Arts in Bamako (Mali), from 15 to 18 September 2004.


The UNESCO Prize for the Promotion of the Arts is awarded in accordance with the ideals of Mr Kaii Higashiyama, in recognition of outstanding creative achievements by young artists, or groups of artists, in the field of the visual arts (painting, sculpture and graphics), that of new technologies and that of the performing arts, and to encourage their further development as artists.


The pre-selection of the candidates shall be made by an International Jury consisting of five eminent specialists appointed by the Director-General for their competence in the field of contemporary arts.


The award winners will be invited to exhibit their artwork in the Contemporary Arts Exhibition to be organized by the Mali National Museum in Bamako for the opening of the exhibition.

The award winners will be invited to exhibit their artwork in the Contemporary Arts Exhibition to be organized by the Mali National Museum in Bamako, from 30 November 2004 to 15 January 2005.

How to enter

All entries in the field of visual arts (painting, drawing, sculpture, etching, video, art works in digital media, etc) will be considered under the following conditions:

(i) One series per artists (or group of artists) is accepted.  Entries must be written in English or in French (age limit for artists is 45 years);

(ii) Works must be represented by photographs (size A4 maximum) and presented in a file;

(iii) The file should contain 5 to 7 A4 pages.  It must include: a letter for the series, a summary of 500 words, a concept of the work, a description of the work or a technical description;

(iv) A short biography (maximum 2-3 pages of size A4) presenting  the artist’s progessional training exhibitions and activities carried out, contact details (phone number and e-mail address) as well as 1 identity photograph should also be included;
(v) A sworn statement that the entry is the original work of the artist or group of artists should be attached;

(vi) All entries must reach the Mali National Museum by post or electronic mail not later than 30 August 2004.
