A. General

The Purchaser indicated in the Bidding Data Sheet (BDS),
issues these Bidding Documents for the supply of Goods and
Related Services incidental thereto as specified in Section V,
Schedule of Requirements. The name and identification number
of this procurement are specified in the BDS. The name,
identification, and number of lots are provided in the BDS.

Throughout these Bidding Documents:

(@) the term *in writing” means communicated in written form
(e.g. by mail, e-mail, fax,) with proof of receipt;

(b) if the context so requires, “singular” means “plural” and
vice versa; and

(c) “day” means calendar day.

The public entities related to these bidding documents are the
Public Body, acting as procurement entity, the Procurement
Policy Office, in charge of issuing standard bidding documents
and responsible for any amendment these may require, and the
Independent Review Panel, set up under section 45 of the Public

A bidder shall not engage in collusion, before or after
a bid submission, designed to allocate procurement
contracts among bidders, establish bid prices at
artificial non-competitive levels or otherwise deprive a
public body of the benefit of free and open competition.

A public body shall reject a bid if the bidder offers,
gives or agrees to give an inducement referred to in
subsection (1) and promptly notify the rejection to the
bidder concerned and to the Policy Office.

(@) Subject to paragraph (b), a bidder or supplier
who is responsible for preparing the
specifications or bidding documents for, or
supervising the execution of a procurement
contract, or a related company of such bidder
or supplier, shall not participate in such
bidding.
