Prohibition

No person shall import, process, pack, store, offer for sale or sell bottled water for human consumption unless it complies with the standards specified in regulation 421 and 422.

421.
Bottled water



(1)
Bottled water sold for human consumption shall be clean and potable water.

(2)       Potable water shall -


(a)
be obtained from a source that is free from pollution;



(b)
be free from faecal coliform, coliform organisms and pathogenic protozoa when judged by the result of a microbiological or biological examination as provided in the Eighth Schedule; 

(c)
conform with the turbidity characteristic guideline value prescribed in 



the Sixty-Fourth Schedule;


(d)
comply with the guidance values prescribed in the Sixty-Fourth Schedule, when judged by the results of a chemical analysis.

422.
Special labelling requirements for bottled water

No person shall import, process, pack, store, offer for sale or sell bottled water for human consumption unless in compliance with regulation 3, there is no claim on the label to the effect that the water has or may have therapeutic effects
