PART XXX - ICE

423.     Definition

(1) Ice shall be the product derived from clean and potable water as provided in regulation 421.

(2) Ice shall comply with the bacteriological and chemical standards as provided in Eighth and Sixty-Fourth Schedules, respectively.

Prohibition

(1)
No person shall manufacture, process, pack, store, offer for sale or sell ice unless it complies with the standards specified in regulation 423.

(2)
No person shall use or cause to be used ice in the preparation of food for sale for human consumption unless the ice complies with the standards specified in regulation 423.

(3)
No person shall use or cause to be used ice for the preservation of food for sale for human consumption unless the ice complies with the standards specified in regulation 423.

Prevention of
contamination of ice

No person shall transport, handle, or deliver ice in such condition as to make it unfit for human consumption contrary to the provisions of regulation 423.
