A. General

The Purchaser indicated in the Bidding Data Sheet (BDS), issues
these Bidding Documents for the supply of Goods and Related
Services incidental thereto as specified in Section V,
Schedule of Requirements. The name and identification number
of this Open Advertised Bidding procurement are specified in the
BDS. The name, identification, and number of lots are provided in
the BDS.

Throughout these Bidding Documents:

(@ the term “in writing” means communicated in written form
(e.g. by mail, e-mail, fax, telex) with proof of receipt;

(b) if the context so requires, “singular” means “plural” and vice
versa; and

(© “day” means calendar day.

2.1 The public entities related to these bidding documents are the Public
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Body, acting as procurement entity, the Procurement Policy Office, in
charge of issuing standard bidding documents and responsible for any
amendment these may require, and the Independent Review Panel, set
up under section 45 of the Public Procurement Act 2006 (hereinafter
referred to asthe Act.)

Sections 43, 44 and 45 of the Act provide for challenge and review
mechanism. Unsatisfied bidders shall follow procedures prescribed
in Regulations 48, 49 and 50 of the Public Procurement Regulations
2008 to challenge procurement proceedings and award of
procurement contracts or to file application for review at the
Independent Review Panel.

The Government of the Republic of Mauritius requires that
bidders/suppliers/contractors, participating in procurement in
Mauritius, observe the highest standard of ethics during the
procurement process and execution of contracts.

Government officials and bidders/suppliers/contractors shall conform
to the standards of conduct set forth in sections 51 and 52 of the
Public Procurement Act, which provide as follows:

The terms EXW, CIP, and other similar terms shall be governed by
the rules prescribed in the current edition of Incoterms, published by
The International Chamber of Commerce, as specified in the BDS.

Prices shall be quoted as specified in each Price Schedule included
in Section 1V, Bidding Forms.

TStake into account that:

The TS constitute the benchmarks against which the Purchaser will verify the technical
responsiveness of bids and subsequently evaluate the bids.

Technical Specifications should
be broad enough to avoid restrictions on workmanship, materials, and equipment commonly
used in manufacturing similar kinds of goods.

Standards for equipment, materials, and workmanship specified in the Bidding Documents
shall not be restrictive. Recognized international standards should be specified as much as
possible. Reference to brand names, catalogue numbers, or other details that limit any
materials or items to a specific manufacturer should be avoided as far as possible.
