4. The selected Service Provider will be based at the office of the Radiation Protection Authority, 37,
St Georges Street, Port-Louis to work with officers of the Radiation Protection Authority.

5. The Selected Service Provider is expected to start his assignment on a contractual basis for an
initial period of one calendar year thereafter for an additional period of twenty four (24) months subject to
satisfactory performance and the need of the Ministry.

2. The purpose of this programme is to enable the RPA to efficiently carry out its functions under the
Radiation protection Act regarding the licencing and inspection of radiation practices.

Ineligibility

6. Service Providers should submit a statement on past and present declaration of ineligibility, if any,
by any international agency or any termination of contract for unsuccessful completion of assignment,
giving adequate details to enable a fair assessment.

Public Officers are eligible to send their proposals but they will have to resign/retire from the Service if
they accept to enter into contract with the Ministry of Energy and Public Utilities under this Programme.

Any person who has been in one way or the other involved in establishing the need for this service and/or
participated in drafting any part of the procurement process shall not be eligible to apply for this
assignment.

Submission of Proposals

7. The proposals from the Service Providers/ potential candidates in response to the open
advertisement shall be submitted according to the instructions given in the "Supplementary Information to
Service Providers".

Proposal forms and other information are available on the website of the Ministry of Energy and Public
Utilities or could be collected at the seat of the same Ministry, Level 10, Air Mauritius Building, John
Kennedy Street, PORT-LOUIS.

The proposal must be submitted in a sealed envelope bearing the name and address of the service provider
and the procurement reference number and addressed to the Permanent Secretary, Ministry of Energy and
Public Utilities, Level 10, Air Mauritius Building, John Kennedy Street, Port- Louis by courier services to
arrive at latest by 11.00 a.m. local time on 24 June 2010 at the following address and deposited in the
Tender Box.

(i) Bidders are requested to:

(a) Ensure that all annexures are properly filled in and are supported by relevant documentary
evidence.
(b) Submit a proposed methodology and work plan to carry out the assignment (Annexure 4)

Deciding Award of Contract

8. The Service provider shall be remunerated at a fixed amount of Rs 672,000 for 12 months all
inclusive.



Evaluation of the Technical Proposals shall be made according to the following criteria:

Criteria Marks
Academic Qualifications 40
Experience 20
Work methodology 20
Work Plan 20
Total 100

Minimum pass mark is 70. The proposals scoring the minimum pass marks shall be classified in order of
he highest marks for award. The award will be made to the best candidates according to their ranking.

9. The initial duration of the assignment shall be for a period of one year and may be extended for a
total period not exceeding 2 years.

The fixed budget proposed by the Ministry will be prorated in case the duration of the assignment is to be
extended.

10. A bidder should keep his proposal valid for 60 days from the deadline for submission of proposals
during which period he will maintain without change, his proposed price. The Ministry of Energy and
Public Utilities will make its best efforts to finalize the selection process within this period.

11. Please note that the cost of preparing a proposal and of negotiating a contract including visits to
Mauritius , if any, is not reimbursable irrespective of the outcome of the bidding process.

12. We will aim to complete any negotiations on finalizing the contract within 6 weeks , the
successful bidder will be expected to take up/commence the assignment on the date agreed during
negotiations.

13. Tax Liability
(a) Registration for Income Tax and VAT purposes
A Service Provider hired under the Capacity Building Programme should apply for a Tax Account
Number (TAN) if he does not already have one, and at the same time also register for VAT purposes by
filling the relevant application/registration form.
(b) Value Added Tax
Services provided by Service Providers under the Capacity Building Programme are vatable. Fees
paid by the Ministry to Service Providers shall be net of VAT and any Tax Deduction at Source as may be

applicable. The VAT equivalent to 15% of the fees shall be paid by the Ministry of Finance to the
Mauritius Revenue Authority. Service Providers would not be required to file VAT returns.



(c) Current Payment System

A Service Provider providing services under the Capacity Building Programme is regarded as a self
employed deriving income falling under Current Payment System(CPS). Where in a CPS quarter, the
gross fees derived by a Service Provider exceeds the CPS threshold of Rs 100, 000, he should file a CPS
statement in respect of that quarter and pay any income tax payable in accordance thereof. A CPS
Statement should be filed by him in respect of all remaining CPS Quarter in that year.

(d) Tax Deduction at Source

Fees paid to Service Providers who provide services as Architect, Engineer, Land Surveyor, Project
Manager in the construction industry, Property Valuer and Quantity Surveyor also attracts Tax Deduction
at Source at the rate of 3%.

14. Insurance

The Service Provider shall meet the cost of any insurance and/or medical examination or treatment
required by him/her in the course of performing the services. However it is to be noted that medical
services are free at all levels of service in the Republic of Mauritius for all residents and citizens. The
Service provider is considered a resident for this purpose if he/she is not a citizen.
