Recognition of Prior Learning (RPL)
As per Section 5 (e) of the Mauritius Qualifications Authority Act 2001 the MQA is mandated “to recognise and validate competencies for purposes of certification obtained outside the formal education and training systems”.
In this context, the MQA has developed the Mauritian model for Recognition of Prior Learning (RPL), together with the policy on RPL.

The Mauritius Qualifications Authority (MQA) has officially launched Recognition of Prior Learning (RPL) on the 4th June 2009 in four sectors namely:

1. Tourism 

2. Construction

3. Plumbing

4. Printing.

Candidates in the above sectors can claim RPL against the following qualifications:

The MQA will regularly keep RPL applicants updated on the new qualifications against which RPL can be claimed.
The steps for claiming RPL is as follows:

1. Candidate willing to claim recognition of prior learning against an available qualification, will first fill in the prescribed application form for RPL and to effect a non refundable payment of Rs 2,000;
2. Following the pre screening phase, the MQA will assign an RPL facilitator to the candidate, and the portfolio document will be issued;

3. The RPL candidate with the help of the RPL facilitator, will build his portfolio which will be submitted to the MQA within a specified  timeframe;
4. The portfolio will be sent to the Mauritius Examinations Syndicate (MES) and the RPL candidate will be requested by MES to pay an assessment fee;
5. The RPL candidate will be convened for a meeting with the MES and results will be forwarded to the MQA;
6. Successful RPL candidates will be awarded either a full qualification or a part qualification.
