Standard Bidding Documents for Large or Complex Works


Public Bodies are advised that a new version of Standard Bidding Documents(SBDs) for Large or Complex Works has been issued by the Procurement Policy Office and posted on its website.

2.
This new version, referred as the 2nd edition, replaces the earlier one, which will be removed from the website by end of September 2011, just to allow those who have already initiated a procurement exercise by using that version to continue to have access to it.
3.
For any new procurement exercise requiring the use of SBDs for large or Complex Works, public bodies are requested to use the 2nd edition of the SBDs.
4.
The 2nd edition contains two parts namely, the template for the SBD, and a User’s Guide for the preparation of bidding documents.  

5.
The Conditions of Contract applicable for this SBD are those of FIDIC 1999.

6.
The new edition is meant for all works above Rs 400m, or complex works irrespective of the contract amount, following prequalification. It may however be used also for works of smaller amount following prequalification or without prequalification where a public body considers it to be more appropriate to use the FIDIC Conditions of Contract.
