Amendments to Standard Bidding Documents for Works

Public Bodies are hereby informed that the following Standard Bidding Documents (SBDs) for works have been amended: 
(a)
Procurement of Works for values up to Rs 400m; 

(b) Request for Sealed Quotations (RFQ); 

(c) Restricted Bidding (RB) for values up to Rs. 5m, and 

(d) The General Conditions of Contract for RFQ and RB. 

2.
These SBDs now provide for:
(a) the procedure for payment of materials on site, 

(b) an obligation on the part of the Contractor to effect timely payment of wages and at acceptable rate, and 

(c) the submission of an undertaking in the Bid Submission form with regard to compliance with Bid Securing Declaration without having to submit a separate duly signed form to this effect. 

3.
Henceforth, only one and the same set of General Conditions of Contract for Works shall apply in the SBDs referred to above. They have been modeled on the one contained in the SBD referred to in 1(a). The Special Conditions of Contract are referred to as Particular Conditions of Contract in these documents.

4.
A new SBD for procurement of works for values up to Rs. 100m has also been released and posted on PPO’s website. Public Bodies may now use a simpler SBD for procurement of works up to Rs. 100m. It may in certain situations be used even for values slightly above Rs 100m subject to the approval of this office.
