Bid Securing Declaration

Lately our attention has been drawn to certain clauses relating to Bid Securing Declaration contained in the Invitation for Bids (IFB) published in the press.  Some public bodies continue to emphasize on the need for the bidder to submit with his bid a “Bid Securing Declaration Form duly filled and signed as per format in the Bid document”.  In one case, it has even been stated that “Bids without a Bid Securing Declaration Form shall be rejected”.

You may wish to note that due to the very fact that many bidders in the past were not signing the Bid Declaration Form, thereby resulting in the rejection of highly competitive bids, this Office made provision in the Bid Submission Form for bidders to subscribe fully to the terms and conditions contained in the Bid Securing Declaration Form.  Thus, the non-submission of a signed Bid Securing Declaration Form does not render a bid non-responsive, subject to the Bid Submission Form has been duly signed.  In that context, you may wish to refer to para 3 of this Office Circular No. 21 of 2008.

In view of the above, public bodies are strongly advised to refrain from mentioning in the IFB and Bid documents, the clauses relating to Bid Securing Declaration referred to in para 1 above.
