Code of Conduct for Public officials
involved in Procurement

As you are aware, a Code of Conduct prepared by the ICAC and the Procurement Policy Office for public officials involved in procurement was launched on 8 December 2009 and was widely distributed to public bodies for dissemination amongst officers concerned for its effective implementation.

The code contains three implementation tools as follows:-

1. Tool No. 1 – Acknowledge Form

2. Tool No. 2 – Annual Compliance Form

3. Tool No. 3 – Conflict of Interests Declaration.

While Tool No. 1 has to be signed by the officers concerned at the time the code is issued to him/her, Tool No. 3 is to be completed and duly filed whenever a conflict of interest is declared.  At the end of each year, officers concerned are required to sign and submit the Annual Compliance Form (Tool 2) to the Chief Executive Officer, which should be kept in record.

You are kindly requested to confirm, by 20 January 2011 at latest, whether the requirements at paragraph 3 above have been duly complied with.
