Heads of Public Bodies are requested to ensure that, for every international bidding exercise, the diplomatic missions accredited to the Government of Mauritius, whose countries are potential sources for the subject matter of procurement, are promptly informed through the Ministry for Foreign Affairs.

With a view to ensuring compliance, this Office will be carrying out random checks following the posting of the invitation for bids on the public procurement portal.
