h) Providing PPP training to officers from both public sector institutions and private sector organizations;

i) Drafting standardized PPP documents for Mauritius

j) Providing advice to continuously improve the PPP policy, legal, institutional, and procedural framework in Mauritius;

k) Advising Government in developing appropriate financing instruments for long-term PPP investments in Mauritius;

l) Advising Government in developing a Support Mechanism for PPP in Mauritius; and

m) Carrying out any other assigned duties related to PPP matters.
