General Rules for participants

1. Open to all those involved in horticulture.

2. Eligibility of exhibitor to participate shall be decided by the Office of the President.

3. All exhibits must be grown by exhibitor.  The organiser has the right to inspect the growing place.

4. The organiser reserves the right to reject or refuse any exhibit without giving any reason on the day of entrance.

5. The exhibits shall remain the property of the exhibitors.

6. The number of plants to be exhibited shall not be less than 25.

7. All exhibits should be correctly tagged and labeled.

8. All the exhibits and plants put on sale shall be at the risk of the exhibitors as for any loss or damage, the organiser shall not be held responsible.

9. All participants should provide to this Office details on the persons/staff involved on those days as well as vehicle registration Number to facilitate access in the compound.

10. Participants should be able to provide information to the public on techniques of growing plants put on sale.
