Press Communique


Following press reports on recruitments made recently, the Public and Disciplined Forces Service Commissions would like to bring to the attention of the public that, given the status, role and functions of the Commissions, the Chairman and the Commissioners have a duty of  restraint and do not generally make any comment on media reports.

However, in the present circumstances, the following facts need  be stated:

      (a)
there has not been any recruitment of teaching staff for the primary or the secondary sectors lately. The last major recruitment exercise was carried out in November/December 2003.  Vacancies arising  subsequently have,  at the request of the Ministry of Education and Scientific Research,  been filled from the waiting lists kept by the Public Service Commission.  This is an ongoing exercise. A fresh recruitment will be made at the end of the year; and

(b) the advertisement  for the recruitment of trainee Police Constables  was issued by the Disciplined Forces Service Commission in December 2003.  The selection exercise took nearly ten months and a first batch of some 700 trainee Police Constables was enlisted in November 2004.  Given the operational needs of the Police Force, in February this year the Commissioner of  Police requested for a further batch of some  500 recruits to be enlisted immediately after the passing-out  parade of the first batch in May 2005. The DFSC acceded to the request and the names of 458 suitable candidates, found medically fit for police duties, have recently been released.

The Commissions wish to emphasize that their role is precisely to carry out recruitment/selection exercises as and when requested by Ministries/Departments.
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
