Press Communiqué


Allegations have recently been made in the press  by Mr. S. Tengur regarding the delay in the promotion of Deputy Head Teachers by the Public Service Commission.  In this connection, the PSC wishes to bring  the following to the attention of the public in general and  primary school teachers in particular:

(i) It is the responsibility of  Heads of Ministries/Departments under PSC Regulation 19 to report any vacancy to the Commission as soon as it occurs and to recommend the manner in which it should be filled.

(ii) The Commission can  fill vacancies only after a request is made by the Responsible Officer.

(iii) In the case of Deputy Head Teachers, the facts are –

(a) on  19 May 2005, the  Ministry of Education and  Scientific Research reported   39 vacancies of Deputy Head Teacher (Oriental Languages) which occurred over the period  September 2003 to March 2005.  Additional information was sought from the Ministry and was received at the Commission on 17 June 2005; and

(b) on 23 May 2005, the Ministry of Education and Scientific Research submitted a report for the filling of 70 vacancies of Deputy Head Teacher (General Purpose) occurring over the period  March to  August 2004.  Again, missing information  was sought from the Ministry and was obtained on 17 June 2005.

The exercise for  promotion to the grade of Deputy Head Teachers (OL and GP) is being pursued and is expected to be completed soon.  The question of delay by the Commission does not therefore arise.

The Commission wishes to emphasize that it operates on a ‘first come, first serve’ basis and it is only in very exceptional cases that it deviates from this principle.
