I would like to refer the Hon. Member to my reply to P.Q. B/337 on 8 May 2007 wherein I gave an extensive overview of the actions being taken by my Ministry for the next Indian Ocean Islands Games and the number of disciplines in which Mauritius will be participating and the financial assistance being provided accordingly.
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However, I would like to inform the House once again that Mauritius will be participating in all the 15 sports disciplines that have been retained for the games, namely:


Athletics, Basketball, Boxing, Cycling, Football, Judo, Karaté, 
Pétanque, Swimming, Table Tennis, Tae Kwon Do, Tennis, 
Volleyball, Weightlifting and Wrestling


Regarding part (b) of the question, my Ministry has provided some Rs 27 million in the current financial year to the 15 sports federations for the development of their respective disciplines including preparations for the Indian Ocean Islands Games.
I am arranging for the tabling of the relevant allocation to each of the 15 sports disciplines.
