Mr. Speaker, Sir,

I would like to inform the House that training of the national Feminine Volleyball team has started since January 2006.  My Ministry is providing all logistical and technical facilities to the team for its smooth preparation.  

Moreover, all arrangements for the preparations of the team for participation in the Indian Ocean Islands Games 2007, including training camp abroad, are made by the Volleyball Federation with the support of my Ministry and relevant sponsors.
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The Volleyball Federation had a proposal for sending the team on a training camp abroad and had requested for the support of my Ministry.  In this context, my Ministry has been exploring all possibilities with friendly countries with a view to satisfying the request of the Volleyball Federation.

I am pleased to inform the House that a positive response has been obtained last week from the Chinese Authorities.  Appropriate steps will be taken by my Ministry for the team to proceed on a training camp in China, subject to the players satisfying the relevant criteria with regard inter alia to regularity and discipline in training as well as performance level.
