Mr. Speaker, Sir,

I presume the Hon. Member means conversion of the Quartier Militaire football ground.

I wish to inform the House that there is already a football stadium at Quartier Militaire and the question of its conversion does not arise.
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However, I have received a request from the Forces Vives for additional facilities to be provided for the practice of football by the young people of the region.
In this context, in December 2006, I had a meeting with the President of the Moka/Flacq District Council, the Quartier Militaire Village Councillors and representatives of the Ministry of Education and Human Resources as well as other stakeholders with a view to discussing the request of the Forces Vives.

Following the meeting, it was agreed by all parties concerned that, in the first instance, the existing football ground at the Shrimati Indira Gandhi S.S.S. Boys at Quartier Militaire would be upgraded and be made available to the young people of the region.
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In this context, I wish to inform the House that since then various site meetings have been carried out and steps are being taken by my Ministry and the Ministry of Education and Human Resources to provide the necessary funding to enable the Mauritius Sports Council to start the upgrading works on site as early as possible.

My Ministry will also provide the region with a Petanque pitch, Volleyball, Basket Ball and Handball grounds to enable the inhabitants practice these Games.
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
