Subsequently, a training camp was conducted by the National Coaches in Mauritius from 18 to 25 June so as to provide further specific coaching and thereafter to evaluate again the performances of the players.

The Mauritius Volleyball Association sent the Assistant National Coach to Rodrigues from 26 June to 04 July to do further scouting of potential volleyball players.  The Assistant Coach detected Bertrand Samoisy, a talented and versatile player to join the Under-17 National Volleyball selection.
