To ask the Honourable Minister of Youth and Sports:-

Whether, in regard to the Indian Ocean Island Games held in Mauritius in August 2003, he will state the reasons as to why the athletes and officials who participated therein, were accommodated at the Cyber Village?

REPLY (07 November, 2006)

Mr. Speaker, Sir,

I am informed that although there was an obligation for a “Village des Jeux”, all options were not examined for accommodation facilities for the athletes and officials.

I am advised that, in October 2001, Mr. Michael Glover, Chief Executive of “Comité Organisateur des Jeux des Iles” (COJI) had informed the Ministry of Youth and Sports that the question of “Village des Jeux” would be taken care of at the Ministry of Finance.

In November 2001, Government had agreed that Business Parks of Mauritius Ltd. and Mauritius Housing Company Ltd. would put up 250 units on 20 arpents of Illovo Land at Ebene for use as a “Village des Jeux” during the 2003 Indian Ocean Island Games.
