To ask the Honourable Minister of Youth and Sports:-

Whether, in regard to the last Indian Ocean Island Games he will state if all the expenses incurred by Government in relation thereto were made, following tendering exercises approved by the Central Tender Board and, if so, will he give details thereof?

REPLY (07 November, 2006)

Mr. Speaker, Sir,


I am informed that the Ministry of Youth and Sports had complied with the provisions of the Financial Management Manual with regard to procurement of goods and services in connection with the last Indian Ocean Island Games.

For bids below Rs 1 million, the evaluation and approval were made by the Departmental Tender Committee of the Ministry of Youth and Sports, whereas for bids amounting to Rs 1 million and above, tendering exercises were carried out and approved by the Central Tender Board.


However, I wish to inform the House that, in February 2002, the then Government had decided to set up an Association under the name of “Association for the Upgrading of Indian Ocean Islands Games Infrastructure” (AUGI) for the renovation and reconstruction of a number of sports facilities before the opening of the Games and had provided a grant of Rs 281.5 million to the Association to undertake the works.


In view of the fact that the Association was not listed under the Central Tender Board Act, it had carried out its own tender exercises for the award of the contracts.
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
