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Anti-Corruption Youth Sketch Competition 2010
In the context of the International Youth Day 2010, the Independent Commission Against Corruption (ICAC), the Ministry of Youth and Sports (MYS), the National Youth Council (NYC) and the Ministry of Arts and Culture (MAC) are inviting young people to participate in a sketch competition focused on ‘Corruption: Tous pour le NON’.
This activity is aimed at providing an appropriate platform to young persons to depict values related to anti-corruption practices through popular participation. 
1. The competition is opened to all young people aged between 14 and 29 years old of the Republic of Mauritius.
2. A maximum of TWO entries per organisation will be accepted provided that the actors/performers are not the same. The group should comprise a maximum of ten individuals. The script of the sketch should be an original work of the participants.
3. Each participating group may perform in one of the following languages:- English, French or Creole.
4. Participation forms and information sheets highlighting the rules of the competition are available at ICAC Headquarters, 68, Harbour Area, Quay D, Port-Louis and in all Youth Centres and Centres de Lecture et d’Animation Culturelle (CLAC) throughout the island, from 09 00 to 15 30 on week days. 5. The closing date for submission of participation forms together with one neat copy of the script is Friday 09 July 2010. The documents are to be submitted in a sealed envelope clearly marked ‘Anti-Corruption Youth Sketch Competition 2010’ and forwarded by post to the Secretary of the National Youth Council, 9th floor, NPF Building, Rose-Hill.
6. The best three groups will be awarded prizes. Certificates of participation will be given to all participants and participating groups. A special prize will be awarded to the Most Outstanding Performer.
7. The ICAC/MYS/NYC/MAC reserve the right to modify the content of the sketch for use in its sensitisation campaign.
