


1. Conditions of participation

a) A maximum of two entries per NGO/CBO* will be accepted. 

b) Each entry must be original project/s of each NGO/CBO. 
c) The three best projects will be selected and monitored during the first three months of their implementation. 

d) A financial support equivalent to 75% of the total project value (up to a ceiling of Rs 37500) will be provided for implementation.
e) The decision of the Jury will be final and binding.

f) The ICAC and the NGO Trust Fund reserve the right not to proceed with the Award.
