Notice of Call for Proposals

The Ministry of Women’s Rights, Child Development and Family Welfare (MWRCDFW) is  implementing a Special Collaborative Programme for Support to Women and Children in Distress.
The aim of the Programme is to provide financial support to NGOs, Community based organisations and Non State Agencies (but not excluding Local Authorities, Rodrigues Regional Assembly and non-profit para-statal organisations) working for the welfare of women and children in distress. 

The MWRCDFW is inviting NGOs and Non State Agencies to submit proposals for funding of projects aimed at integrating women and children in distress into the mainstream of development.

2.
Eligibility Criteria
Organisations should satisfy the following criteria:
(i) working for the welfare of women and children in distress;

(ii) duly registered with the Registrar of Associations at the time of application;

(iii) have a proven track record of at least one year of experience/ activities, relating to the welfare of women and children;

(iv)
have a sound financial management and good governance; and 

(v) have ability to manage funds as demonstrated by the financial return  for the 

previous year(s) as submitted to the Registrar of Associations.

3.
Areas of Intervention
(i)
Proposals should address areas such as gender-based violence, sexual assault, child abuse, harassment and broken families, amongst others.
(ii)
Proposals must also have been developed by the applicant in consultation with the community and/or beneficiaries.

(iii)
Proposals must be supported by a statement of how sustainability will be achieved after the grant has been utilized.
(iv)
Priority will be given to projects/programmes which propose higher utilization of existing Centres and have some support for such conversion from the local community.

Note:
However, if buildings are required applicants would have to liaise with the Authorities concerned for utilization/conversion of the existing infrastructure and to show proof thereof at the time of application.

4.
Budget
(i) The grant should be complemented by financing from the organization or to be secured from other donors including CSR by at least 10% of the Project Value in kind or in cash.  

(ii) Project being proposed can have both a capital and recurrent expenditure component.  

5.
Grant Ceiling
The present Call relates to a grant ceiling not exceeding Rs2.0M for each programme/project.

Proposals should be addressed to the Head, Planning and Research Unit of the MWRCDFW.

Proposals may be submitted in English or French following guidelines prescribed on 
      the application form available from the website of the Ministry on 
      http://women.gov.mu and at its Planning and Research Unit.
(iii)
The deadline for submission of Proposals is 11 March  2010 at 16 00hrs.
