The Ministry of Women’s Rights, Child Development and Family Welfare is inviting applications from suitably qualified candidates to register as child mentors to work for the Child Mentoring Scheme under the Child Protection (Amendment) Act 2008.
QUALIFICATIONS:-

Candidate should 

(a) have attained the age of 30;

(b) be a person of good character and reputation, with relevant qualifications or proven experience in matters of child rights, child development, or child psychology;

(c) demonstrate ability to work in a team;

(d) have good communication and listening skills;

(e) be in good physical and mental health;

(f) enjoy a stable family life; and

(g) be willing to work flexible hours.

IMPORTANT NOTE
(i) Prospective candidates will be required to undergo a training devised by this Ministry before enrolling as a child mentor.

Child Mentors will be provided with a nominal stipend to cover transport costs and petty expenses incurred during the activity.
