Applicants should ensure that they provide all information correctly as outlined in the format for application.
2.
Incomplete applications will not be considered.

3.
Applications should be supported by relevant documents (copy of registration certificate); at least 3 quotations related to cost of services/purchases to be funded under the project and any other information deemed necessary.
4.
The Programme will not entertain projects relating to the following:

· Construction of new building;

· Sponsorships for participation in workshops, seminars, conferences;

· Sponsorship for studies and
· Operational costs for a period exceeding one year.

5.
Applicants should be able to demonstrate that they are non-profit making.

6.
Applicants may submit a maximum of two projects for the year 2010; and upon successful completion of projects, consideration will be given to any other project(s).
