This event provides a unique platform to companies and firms operating in the ICT sector to showcase their products, solutions and services through an exhibition, conferences and product demos on emerging technologies.

Each year major players of the Mauritian ICT sector, including operators and training centres seize this unique opportunity for the promotion of their products and services and for enhanced visibility.

Over 30 000 visitors are expected to visit Infotech 2006.

After several proposals, it was proposed that the tagline for Infotech 2006 this year be “cruising into the digital world” given the fact that we have already embarked on the process of moving to the digital world.

The Opening Ceremony

The Opening Ceremony of the event will be held on Wednesday 15 November 2006 as from 18.00 hrs. Some 600 people will be invited for the Opening Ceremony which will be followed by a cocktail.
The Indian Minister of Communications and Information Technology Shri Dayanidhi Maran has been invited by the Minister as Chief Guest for Opening.
The Exhibition

The Exhibition will be held over a period of four days from Thursday 16 to Sunday 19 November 2006. The Exhibition will be open from 10.00 hrs to 18.00 hrs except on Saturday 18 November during which the Exhibition will be open till late until 20.00 hrs. 

Areas in the exhibition space will include:

A. Space for stands for all exhibitors to showcase their products and services. 
B. A product demo area for exhibitors to deliver presentations on their products and services. Booking for product demos will also be done online.

C. A Cyber Space , sponsored by ISP’s to provide free Internet facilities to visitors
D. A Discovery Area, featuring latest technologies, technologies in the development stage, virtual reality softwares, amongst others. Rajiv Gandhi Science Centre has being contacted to sponsor the Virtual Reality Space during the Exhibition

E. A Contact Centre area, to provide a demonstration of call centre / BPO company set up and activities. ACT has been contacted to sponsor the Call centre / BPO Area.
The Conference

Two types of conferences will run in parallel with the Exhibition during the event, namely:

1. A Regional ICT Conference

2. Technical / Product Demo Conference

The Regional ICT Conference will be held over a period of 3 days from Thursday 16 to Saturday 18 November 2006 and will comprise of five streams (sessions), with each stream having a theme on latest technologies and trends in ICT and issues presently of high importance for the ICT sector. The ICT Regional Conference will be held in a 200-seater conference room at the SVICC and will target policy makers, IT Managers, investors, outsourcers, entrepreneurs, Government officials, consultants and the business community. Each stream, of 2 hours duration, will comprise of a moderator and four speakers. 

The Technical  / Product Demo Conference will target technical people namely IT managers, network administrators, software developers, system analysts, etc, and will be held in a 50-seater conference room at SVICC from Thursday 16 to Saturday 18 November 2006. Companies, such as Microsoft, Oracle, IBM, Symantec, etc, which will be interested to make technical presentations, product demos and / or conduct short training sessions, will be given slots and logistic facilities and they will have to target and invite their participants for their Technical / Product Conference.
